Originally its intent was to give a 'holid ay' and parades saluting laborers and union solidarity.
The laborers were in mills, and sweat shops, and kitchens, working long hours in squalid
conditions.

The unions, sometimes in bloody demonstrations, fought for better working conditions, for an €
to child labor and eventually for a 40-hour work week.
